Jesus’s	
  sacrifice	
  meets	
  the	
  basic	
  
needs	
  of	
  people.	
  Bread	
  of	
  Life.	
  



• Peace	
  offering	
  expressed	
  the	
  
benefits	
  of	
  taking	
  the	
  sacrifice	
  
into	
  one’s	
  life.	
  –	
  Jesus’	
  sacrifice	
  
on	
  the	
  cross	
  only	
  benefits	
  those	
  
who	
  believe	
  and	
  accept	
  Him	
  into	
  
their	
  lives.	
  John

• Sin	
  offering	
  expressed	
  that	
  “Life	
  
is	
  in	
  the	
  Blood”.	
  Jesus’	
  sacrifice	
  
points	
  out	
  that	
  eternal	
  life	
  can	
  
only	
  be	
  found	
  through	
  the	
  blood	
  
of

• Trespass	
  offering	
  expresses	
  that	
  
sin	
  creates	
  a	
  debt	
  that	
  must	
  be	
  
paid	
  and	
  it	
  is	
  only	
  by	
  a	
  sacrifice	
  
that	
  the	
  debt	
  can	
  be	
  
compensated.	
  Jesus’	
  sacrifice	
  
paid	
  for	
  our	
  sin.	
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“We	
  are	
  physically	
  detached	
  
from	
  each	
  other.
