•  Acts 1:9-11 Now when He had spoken these things, while they watched, He was taken up, and a 
cloud received Him out of their sight. 10 And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as He 
went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel, 11 who also said, “Men of Galilee, why do 
you stand gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will so 
come in like manner as you saw Him go into heaven.”

•  1 Corinthians 15:51, 52 Behold, I tell you a mystery: we shall not all sleep, but we shall all be 

changed-- in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, 
and the dead in Christ shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 

 • Romans 8:11, 23 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who 
raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in 
you...  Not only that, but we also who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within 
ourselves, eagerly waiting for the adoption, the redemption of our body. 

•  Philippians 3:20, 21 For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the 
Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His 
glorious body, accord to the working by which He is able even to subdue all things to Himself.  

... But Not New Characters
•  1 John 3:2, 3 Beloved, now we are children of God and it has not yet been revealed what we shall 

be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is. And 
everyone who has this hope in Him purifies Himself, just as He is pure.

• Exodus 33:20 But He said, “You can not see My face; for no man shall see Me, and live.”
• Revelation 22:4 They shall see His face, and His name shall be on their foreheads 

 •  Matthew 5:8 Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God.

And the kings of the earth, the great men, the rich men, the 
commanders, the mighty men, every slave and every free man, hid themselves in the caves and in 
the rocks of the mountains, and said to the mountains and rocks, “Fall on us and hide us from the 
face of Him who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb! For the great day of his wrath 
has come, and who is able to stand?”

• Isaiah 9:25 And it will be said in that day: “Behold, this is our God; We have waited for Him, and He 
will save us.
