
The book of Revelation is basically divided into two halves: the first deals with the history of the church from 
the time of John until today while the second half deals with events surrounding and including the return of 
Jesus. In the heart of the book of Revelation we find the fascinating background to the whole problem of evil. 

Revelation 12:7-9 And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels fought with the dragon; and the 
dragon and his angels fought, but they did not prevail, nor was place found for them in heaven any longer. So 
the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of old, called the Devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world; 
he was cast to the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. 1182

Matthew 13:24-30 Another parable He put forth to them, saying: “The kingdom of heaven is like a man who 
sowed good seed in his field; 25 but while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat and 
went his way. 26 But when the grain had sprouted and produced a crop, then the tares also appeared. 27 So 
the servants of the owner came and said to him, ‘Sir, did you not sow good seed in your field? How then does it 
have tares?’ 28 He said to them, ‘An enemy has done this.’ The servants said to him, ‘Do you want us then to 
go and gather them up?’ 29 But he said, ‘No, lest while you gather up the tares you also uproot the wheat with 
them. 30 Let both grow together until the harvest, and at the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, “First 
gather together the tares and bind them in bundles to burn them, but gather the wheat into my barn.’” 948

Isaiah 14:12-14 How you are fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How you are cut down to the 
ground, you who weakened the nations! For you have said in your heart: “I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt 
my throne above the stars of God; I will also sit on the mount of the congregation on the farthest sides of the 
north;  I will ascend above the heights of the clouds, I will be like the Most High.” 667
Ezekiel 28:12, 14-19 You were the seal of perfection, full of wisdom and perfect in beauty... You were the 
anointed cherub who covers; I established you; you were on the holy mountain of God; you walked back and 
forth in the midst of fiery stones. You were perfect in your ways from the day you were created, till iniquity was 
found in you. By the abundance of your trading you became filled with violence within, and you sinned. 
Therefore I cast you as a profane thing out of the mountain of God;  I destroyed you, O covering cherub, from 
the midst of the fiery stones. 830
