WHAT WAS FINISHED

To the angels and the unfallen worlds the 
cry, “It is finished,” had a deep significance. It was for 

them as well as for us that the great work of 
redemption had been accomplished. They with us 

share the fruits of Christ's victory.

Not until the death of Christ was the 
character of Satan clearly revealed to the 

angels or to the unfallen worlds. The 
archapostate had so clothed himself with deception 

that even holy beings had not understood his 
principles. They had not clearly seen the nature of his 

rebellion.

Satan saw that his disguise was torn away. His 
administration was laid open before the 
unfallen angels and before the heavenly 

universe. He had revealed himself as a murderer. By 
shedding the blood of the Son of God, he had uprooted

Henceforth his work was restricted. Whatever attitude he 
might assume, he could no longer await the angels as they 
came from the heavenly courts, and before them accuse 
Christ's brethren of being clothed with the garments of 
blackness and the defilement of sin. The last link of 
sympathy between Satan and the heavenly 

world was broken.
